                   R E S P O N S E   TO   B O B   U E C K E R ‘ S   F A L S E   A F F I D A V I T


Items #2 Affidavit Reference

Bob Uecker claims are so embellished; sounding so outlandish and eerie, that it was disconcerting for me to even read.  Under the astonishment of his outrageous claims, it is the knowledge of the truth that strengthens me to respond. 
Even with his initial statement of affidavit, under item 2, Bob Uecker is ambiguous.  He begins his untruthful affidavit with a claim that I have been harassing him through unsolicited gifts, correspondence and contact for the past six or seven years.  This is totally untrue. I address his claim here and more specifically in the outline of my responses to his numbered affirmation paragraphs within the untruthful affidavit.
I have been a fan of Milwaukee Brewers Baseball since growing up in Wisconsin.  I participated in competitive sports, including softball, but baseball was unique for me in that I grew up appreciating the sport by watching or listening, never participating.  The season of Milwaukee Brewer Baseball coincided to opportunities to mix simple pleasures in life with creative interests.  There was an uncomplicated appreciation, memories, and enjoyment with Milwaukee Brewer Baseball.  I was strictly a loyal fan to 

the Brewers, keeping up with the team changes, news, and updates.  Consistently year after year, since the new Maryvale Spring Training Facility opened in 1998, I attended Milwaukee Brewer games while visiting Arizona for spring vacations in March.  I have even studied the rules of baseball verses softball to better appreciate the game and the strategy that is somewhat unique about this professional sport.   

Due to my interest and following of Milwaukee Brewers baseball team, I have listened to the Milwaukee Brewer Radio Broadcasts for years.  Bob Uecker and Jim Powell have been my eyes and ears to the Brewer games, these latest years. The Milwaukee Brewers have always been my favorite sports team, and Mr. Uecker has been synonymous with the team, almost since their establishment in 1970.  

Even though I have been living in the Illinois Chicago suburban area, in my current residence for ten years, I thought of the Brewers as my home team.  Additionally, I could listen to the radio broadcasts on the flagship station for the Milwaukee Brewers. The station is WTMJ.  
As part of his radio broadcasts on WTMJ, Uecker would specifically mention how routinely fans write or send him items.  He even had regularly insisted that he read his own fan mail.  Uecker referred to it as 
snail mail. In fact in several recurrent radio references as late as 2005 and 2006, for example, Uecker 
was mentioning a family in Hayward Wisconsin that writes many times to him throughout each season.

He also mentioned his interaction with an Elm Grove family, operating a bread and bakery business.

Additionally during WTMJ broadcasts, Uecker routinely story tells, inserting information about his life, including daily experiences, and life history, especially relating to his years in baseball.  He routinely discusses events from the past which happened during his baseball playing years, but also somewhat describes rather bizarre tales of how he buries cans of vegetables in his garden or watches the deer eat 
tulips in his backyard, or even comments like wearing underwear inside out to save on packing for road
trips or describing his hotel room as a bird sanctuary. 

Uecker repeats similar remarks and replicates stories throughout several broadcasts during the season.      

Mr. Uecker has outlined on previous broadcasts that he receives many gifts from people.  I recall even hearing Uecker describing his receipt of an afghan in Brewer colors, and endless volumes of hats or caps.   Uecker also described receiving many food items and even a bottle of Jack Daniels; all gifts from fans.  
EBAY auctions reveal that Mr. Uecker had once autographed a ladies size 12 shorts and her Carmax 

Beer Cup.  EBAY actions also outline how Mr. Uecker has been approached at golf outings, and in parking lots to obtain autographs. 
These are all important references which I have outlined about behavior of other people and fans.  I reiterate that I was not harassing Bob Uecker through unsolicited gifts, correspondence, and contact for

            the past six or seven years.   My responses are accurate and honest.  I have been astonished and shocked

            by Bob Uecker’s fabrications and aggressive attack towards pursuit of my arrest.

            Bob Uecker provides a public service to radio listeners.   Bob Uecker never discouraged fans from

            writing.  Both announcers, Bob Uecker and Jim Powell, customarily discuss fan interaction.  Bob Uecker

            correlates his fan support to success, and he discussed charity work during broadcasts.  Based on all 

            his verbal disclosure and the publication disclosure, it seemed that Bob Uecker has somewhat of a team

            ambassador role.  Thinking Bob Uecker was a humanitarian, I felt a Brewer fan could respectfully write

            to Bob Uecker.   
            While at a Brewer Spring Training game held at Maryvale in March of 2002, I recall several concerned 

fans discussing the health of Bob Uecker and recall seeing Uecker, sitting in the broadcast booth area at Maryvale, announcing a game.  

            My understanding from the broadcasts was that Uecker was receiving a countless volume of fan mail and

            gifts.   Milwaukee Brewer Publications and local media emphasized this as well.   I would have never

            respectfully wrote had I not been hearing or reading that fans were appreciated and that Uecker was very

            receptive to fans.  I had also read that he served as a charity spokesman and was involved in charity.

Respectfully writing, I sent a request to Uecker for a few minutes of time to discuss my innovative project

ideas.  Honestly I  thought I had two clever ideas, especially for UCURE charity establishment and certainly did not think by writing to request a few moments of Uecker’s time was a violation of the law. 

      I asked if he or a confident spokesperson could respond.   I provided a self-addressed form and envelop
      with postage, to simplify the ease that he or an assistant could reply.

I emphasize that I was arrested and spent close to seven days in four different jails due to Uecker’s fabrications.   
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
